These awards can provide valuable accreditation for young people, recognising their abilities, enthusiasm and involvement.
Bike Clubs isn't just a short term initiative, it is a commitment on behalf of CTC (UK’s National Cycling Organisation), UK Youth and ContinYou to empower, raise confidence/aspirations and improve the health of young people, through the development of sustainable Bike Clubs reaching the needs of young people
